HIGH PERFORMANCE FLIGHT MODES (for exerienced pilots)

For experienced pilots who want to fly in low light conditions or prefer full manual control, Position Hold can
be deactivated. With the drone powered ON but not flying, hold the Flight Mode button and push the throttle
stick to the right. The remote will beep and Flight Mode LEDs will flash to confirm deactivation. To
re-activate, repeat this step and push the throttle stick to the left instead of right—You may also turn the
drone off then on again to reset.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If drone does not function properly, please check and add new batteries in the controller.

If your drone won'’t launch, you may need to calibrate the sensors.

* Power on drone and place on a level surface. Power on controller.

* When controller is paired with drone, hold the Stunt and Flight Mode buttons for 2 seconds.
¢ Controller will play two beeps when the sensors have been calibrated.

BARREL ROLL LEFT
OR RIGHT

While flying forward (or reverse), tap
the STUNT button.

FLIP IN 4 DIRECTIONS

While hovering, hold the STUNT button
and tap the direction stick in the
direction you want the drone to flip.
